At Bethany Community Support’s Newpin Early Years Prog ram we have commenced a 
lovely new project ~ a vegetable garden!  
 
The mums and children have planted: strawberries, spinach leaves, lettuce, tomatoes, spring 
onions, carrots, herbs and flowers… 
 

  
 
Exploration of the natural environment in the fresh air and sunshine has created a very 
therapeutic activity for our members.    
The children especially enjoy watering the plants with their mums and watching the plants grow. 
We picked our first harvest the other day and the mums took home some very healthy spinach 
leaves to enjoy.  
 

   
 

We have also made a scarecrow to assist with 
keeping the birds away!  
 
 
In addition, we have created a ‘worm farm’ ~ 
the children enjoy feeding the worms the scraps 
from lunch. The worms produce ‘worm juice’ for 
our vegetable garden and the plants are thriving 
from the extra boost!  
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The Newpin Logo…Its history and its journey 
 
The History 
 
A few years ago, I asked Anne Jenkins-Hansen, the Founder Director of Newpin UK, about how the 
Newpin logo came to be…here is her reply… 
 
“The logo was designed around the late1980s or early 1990s to represent three embracing figures; 
two of slightly differing sizes and a clear child figure -all aware of the importance for loving care. 
Slightly rounded, it was a loose representation of the world - not just caring for one child, but any child 
or parent anywhere in need. Each one giving to the other.  
  
Needless to add in, and faithful to Newpin’s non -hierarchical ethos, the design was put out to all 
Newpin members with this explanation which I had said I wanted the logo to reflect.  
 
I think that it was decided to use the dark green as no other colour suited the design so well.   A black 
logo on white paper didn't look good except for photocopying purposes and no other colour seemed 
to carry the logo so well. I think everyone liked the freshness of the green.  
  
The logo was fashioned into a small enamelled brooch/pin without overt ostentation for all befrienders 
when they finished the initial program. I haven't got one but if memory serves me properly I have a 
feeling they were bluish black on white enamel to go with anything. Everyone was really proud of 
them”  
 
The Journey 
 
We have tweaked the Newpin logo over time without taking away its essence. 
Courage to Change Together has been the by-line in Australia, whilst in UK; the by-line was Newpin 
Mends Lives (which has a clever play on words…pin\mends).

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The Newpin logo cont. 
 
The Present 
At the Newpin Conference in April 2011, I asked staff conference participants (during lunch) to give their 
feedback about what the refreshed logo signified to them.  The logo you will notice still carries exactly the 
same figures, though the colour and text has evolved.  
 
I asked a total of 37 participants…’what does the Newpin logo mean to you?’ 
 
Here are the thoughtful comments I received in response…   
   

·  Interconnectedness, moving around together. ·  People, holding, embracing people. 
·  It’s a face – there’s tears:  ·  A caring family, arms open. 

·  Somebody holding other people – acceptance 
– open arms. 

·  Grandparent, parent and child – it’s 
intergenerational. 

·  Embracing and unity. ·  A family embracing each other. 
·  Mother and two children. ·  Feels like cycles of change.  
·  Staff, parent and child.  ·  Needs to be purple. 
·  It’s about connection.  ·  Circle of security, bonding, connection. 
·  The connectedness of the people. ·  Sizes relate to the different generations. 
·  Regeneration – growth of an individual. ·  Togetherness. 
·  Fresh. ·  Connection – support, embracing feel.  
·  Me, father, child – family togetherness. ·  Togetherness. 
·  Together, as one, equality – all the same – it 

stands out good.  
·  I see a family – personal for me – mum, dad and 

family. 
·  Security, a caring, reaching out and inclusive 

– all joined together. 
·  Family, connections, I like the colour, it’s positive 

and fresh. 
·  Mother, father and child, but worries me that 

mother is not encircling child.  
·  Think child, think family, think community – all 

included in the circle. 
·  Three people cuddling/embracing – like a 

family/main person cuddling smaller. 
·  Child – mum and child – all being held by each 

other.  
·  It’s family and all together, holding each other 

up.  
·  It’s nice; the circle represents individual, family 

and community. 
·  Colour is great, it goes for everyone, it’s 

gender neutral. 
·  Dad, mum, baby connecting – green is start of 

life growing.  
·  Unisex colour in a safe way – bonding, arms 

circling. 
·  It’s people hugging – it’s community, strength in 

numbers – strengths.  
The colour: - 
·  It suggests new beginnings 
·  Green is for growth – holding and embracing parent and child.  

 
 

I think the reflections above are rather wonderful and I hope you agree. 
I am very attached to the Newpin logo.  Several years ago, Cheryl, a 
former Newpin member from Bidwill (our first Newpin in Australia), made 
a purple trinket box for me to celebrate the first 10 years of Newpin in 
Australia.  Cheryl painted the Newpin logo in silver on the top of the box.  
It is beautiful.  I use it every day and it reminds me of the tremendous 
courage of the members and staff, and of the joy that Newpin can bring.  
I hope the Newpin logo is something you and your members own, enjoy 
and treasure also.
